Purpose of Form

A person who is required to fils an information
rewrn with e IRS must get your cormect
taxpayer igentification number (TIN) 1 report, for
example. income paid o you, real esare
transactions. mortgage interest you paid,
acquisition or apandonment of secured property.
canceilation of debtt. ar contributions you maas
to an IRA.

Use Form W-9 only if you are a U.S. person
(inciuding a resident alien), to give your carrect
TIN to the person requesting it (the requester)
and, when gppiicable, to:

. 1. Centify the TIN you are giving is carrect (or
you are waiting for a nurmber to be issued),

2 Certity you are not subject to backup
withhalding, or

3. Claim exemption from backug withnoiding if
you are 3 U.S. exempt payee.

Persans making
cartain payments 10 YoU must wimneid and pay
to the IRS 31% of such payments undar cerain
conditians. This is called “backup withnaiding.”
Payments that may De subject 10 sackup
withholding inciude interest, dividends, broker
and barter exchange transactions, rems,
royalties, nonernployee pay, and certain
payments from fishing boat operators. Real
estate transactions are not subject to Backup
withhoiding.

If you give the requestar your correct TIN,
make the proper certifications, and report ail
your taxable interest and dividends on your tax
returns, payments you receive will nat be subject
to backup withhoiding. Payments you recaive
will be subject to backup withholding if:

Penalties

Failure ta furnish TIN. If you fail to furnisht your
correct TIN'to a requester, you are subject 1 a
penaity of 350 for each such failure unless your
failure is due to reasonabie cause and Nt @
willful neglect.

Civil penaity for faise infarmation with respect
to withtholding. If you make a faise statement
with ng reasonatie basis that results in no
backup withholding, you are subject to & 300
penaity. -

Crirninal penalty for faisifying information.
Wilifully falsifying certifications or affirrmaticns
may subject you to criminal penalties incluging
fines and/or imprisonment.

Misuse of TINs. If the requester discloses or
uses TINs in violatians of Federal law, the
requester may be subject to civil and criminal
penalties.
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
